Water can be separated from salty water

Used to separate a liquid from a solution
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Inks, dyes and colouring agents in food.
Used to separate mbtdures of coloured compounds
Using chromatography to separate colours in an ink

Filtration

Used to separate an insoluble solid from a liquid

Using filtration to separate sand from a sand-water mixture
